We hope you’ll join us by rereading the same para-
bles we read at church, at home as a family. Keep in mind that we are 
continually coming back to the overall idea that Jesus is both the truth 
and reveals truth.

TAKE IT HOME:
Read through Jesus’ parables this month as a family. Know that as you 
set aside time to be in the Word together, you are laying the most im-
portant foundation possible. After reading each parable aloud, discuss 
what you’ve read and then pray together. Here are a few questions to 
get you started:

CONVERSATION STARTERS:
1. What do you think Jesus is teaching us with this story?
2. What did we learn about Jesus from this parable?
3. How is Jesus speaking to you through these parables? 

Once you finish the parables listed above, explore the Bible together to 
see what other parables Jesus told!
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
