
The Apostle Paul found himself in the great City of Athens, ready to present

his case for Christ to the philosophers, the religious, and the intelligent of

the ancient world. In Acts 17 22-31, Paul used his words of persuasion and

intellect to impress his listeners. He referred to their gods and even the

altar of the unknown god with the intent of pointing the crowd toward

Jesus. Fascinatingly, only a few people became followers of Christ, and he

did not establish a church in Athens. It was not a failure, but it was a

lesson learned by Paul.

In the very next chapter, Paul enters Corinth. His approach is different this

time, and we can see the difference in his words to the Corinthian Church in

his first letter. In I Corinthians 2 1-5, Paul writes, “And I, brethren, when I came

to you, did not come with excellence of speech, or of wisdom declaring to

the testimony of God. For I determined not to know anything among you

except Jesus Christ and Him crucified. I was with you in weakness, in fear, and

in much trembling. And my speech and my preaching were not with persuasive

words of human wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit and of power,

that your faith should be in the wisdom of men, but in the power of God”.

Paul recognized that he could not rely upon, abide within, or trust in his

own ability, style, education, background, or skill set. He learned that he

must depend upon, abide within, and trust the Holy Spirit to do the work. 
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and encourage pastors and churches to honor and celebrate the women

of their church. This teaching can serve as an option for what you share

with the women of your church as we focus on Abiding in the Spirit.
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Acts 1 8 says, “But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come

upon you and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea

and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.” 

Would you rather be without running water or without electricity in your

home for a week? Most would rather have electricity and go without

water. Why? Because we need our phones, computers, TVs, internet/Wi-Fi,

and devices to have power.

This electronic world functions by power. Without power to our devices,

people would be disconnected and disengaged from what is currently

happening in the world. Our powered devices allow us to watch online

videos, receive breaking news, check the current score of our favorite team,

discover the recent rise and fall of the stock market, and much more

without waiting until the newspaper is printed or the late local newscast is

on. It is power that makes that happen.

In the spiritual context, the Christian also needs power. We need to remain

connected to the power source, the Holy Spirit. Jesus promised we would

receive power when the Holy Spirit comes upon us. This power is to help us

become greater witnesses for Christ. Like Paul, we do not have to rely on

persuasive words or excellent speech; on the contrary, we must rely

onthe Holy Spirit and the demonstration of His power.

In the Old Testament, God speaks to Zerubbabel through the prophet

Zechariah. Zerubbabel was determined to rebuild the temple. Unfortunately,

Zerubbabel was caught in discouragement, fear, and distraction. Things were

not going as expected, and the work was at a standstill. People had left

the work of the temple and began to work on their own houses. They had

even gotten comfortable with the fact the temple of the Lord was not being

built. Some were saying, “Put it offto the next generation.” But the prophet

had a word for Zerubbabel that he would build the temple, but it would

not be “by might, nor by power, but by my Spirit says the Lord of Hosts”

(Zechariah 4:6). Zerubbabel, like Paul, learned that he needed the power

of the Spirit to accomplish great things. And so do we!

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Read John 16 7 “Nevertheless I tell you the truth. It is to your advantage

that I go away for if I do not go away, the Helper will not come to you; but

if I depart, I will send Him to you”.

What does it mean to have an advantage? If you had an advantage, would

you use it? If you have ever used coupons or been a bargain shopper, then you

may understand this example  Often, women use a website or YouTube

channel to give them all the secrets of how to get their toiletries for free

by couponing and using benefits offered by your local pharmacy. It’s a

“cheat code” for getting products for free or at a very low cost. You aren’t

actually cheating, but it is to your advantage to utilize the wisdom offered

for your financial benefit.

The Holy Spirit is the Christian's advantage. Jesus made it clear that He had

to go back to the Father. His work on the cross was complete. Jesus

defeated death, and His resurrection has provided the way for us to have

life and life more abundantly (John 10 10). As Jesus ascends to Heaven, He

sends the Holy Spirit to descend on us. Jesus gave us our advantage.

It is to our advantage that we take advantage of the advantage that Jesus

gave to us! What is the advantage?

The Holy Spirit is not like a teacher in the classroom with a chalkboard and

a grade book, hoping that you fail the class. On the contrary, the Holy

Spirit is the best teacher and should be our favorite teacher because this

teacher wants what is best for our lives. The Holy Spirit will teach you all

things, instruct you on how to live, how to handle difficult times, how to

love your spouse, how to discipline your children, how to be a boss, how to

make and manage money, how to minister to the broken, how to love your

neighbor, and so much more. He is the ultimate teacher with infinite

knowledge. It is to our advantage to be taught by the Holy Spirit.

(JOHN 14 16-17, John 15 26)

In a world where everyone has their own truth, we need the Holy Spirit to

help us know the Truth. Yes, there is only one Truth. Jesus is the Way, the

Truth, and the Life (John 14 6). The Holy Spirit will lead you to all truth and

protect you from the false religions and lies of the world. His truth does

not lead to confusion or hopelessness. His Truth leads to life everlasting.

Having the Holy Spirit lead us to Truth is to our advantage.

Read Aloud Romans 14 17 “For the kingdom of God is not a matter of

eating and drinking, but of righteousness, peace, and joy in the Holy Spirit.”

As followers of Christ, we must understand that we are part of the

Kingdom of God and have a role within the Kingdom.

The Kingdom of God is made up of several components 

A King, The King’s Standard - rules or law, Citizens of the Kingdom.
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The King has a way that He wants his people to live within the Kingdom.

Throughout the Old Testament, God gave the people of God (Israel) a list of

rules or commandments  the Ten Commandments and the rest of the law.

These rules included how people worshipped God, interacted with others,

and conducted themselves within the Kingdom, even down to what they

were allowed to eat.

In the Book of Romans, the Apostle Paul points out that the kingdom is more

than following rules. The Kingdom has a set of standards, yes. However,

just following those standards does not change a person. The

transformation takes place through the work of the Holy Spirit.

Paul states that the kingdom of God...is righteousness, peace, and joy in the

Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit empowers us to live by the King’s standard.

To be righteous - means that we are in the right standing. Of course, there

are many interpretations of what right standing means. In the New

Testament, Jesus confronted those who thought that they were in right

standing. THE RELIGIOUS. Jesus called the religious people - Whitewashed

Tombs. They looked good, but nothing was alive or growing within them.

John 16 8 states, “And when He (the Holy Spirit) has come, He will

convict the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment.”

The role of the Holy Spirit is to point people to Christ. The Holy Spirit is the

key component to salvation. The Spirit moves people toward Christ. The Holy

Spirit convicts us. The Holy Spirit will convict you of wrongful and sinful

actions. We need holy spirit conviction in our lives. We must be thankful

that the Holy Spirit is willing to get up in our business. Why? We often

think we are righteous because of our actions (going to church, giving

money, etc.) or our non-actions (don’t drink, don’t smoke, etc.), and the

Holy Spirit will point us to repentance and empower us to be like Christ.

“But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my

name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your

remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.” John 14 26.

As followers of Christ, we will not always be celebrating on the

mountaintop. There are valleys and difficult days, so we need the Holy Spirit

to comfort us and bring us peace amid our trials. The Holy Spirit gives us

peace in our most dangerous storms. A hurricane is a destructive storm that

can cause damage and loss. We often can relate to storms during difficult

times  a struggling marriage, hardships with our children, jobs, money,

anxiety, etc. 

Knowing that the Holy Spirit is with us in good and difficult times is

comforting. The Holy Spirit provides us peace with God (righteousness) and

the peace of God (comfort).

The challenge is not to confuse happiness with joy. There is a difference. The scripture

did not say, “Happiness in the Holy Spirit.” Happiness is an emotion. It tends to be

externally triggered and is usually based on people, places, and things. Those people,

places, and things can make you happy. As quickly as they excite you, those same

people, places, and things can cause anger, sadness, and hurt. 

In a biblical context, joy is not an emotion but an attitude of the heart and

mind. Joy is being in a state of fulfillment even when the things around you

are challenging. Joy is not based on external events or people, but rather, it

is based on the internal refuge and security you have in Christ. With this joy, you

are not moved or shaken by the day's events or the people who come and go in your

life. This joy supersedes our fallen world because this joy does not come from the

things of this world. 

In the kingdom of God, our joy is in the Holy Spirit. As we abide in the Spirit, we will

have righteousness, peace, and joy amid a fallen and broken world. This righteousness

allows us to walk uprightly and live above reproach. This peace will enable us to

face another day, even after a tragedy or disappointment. It is this joy that

allows us to be a witness to those who have no hope. Abiding in the Spirit keeps

us in the Kingdom of God.
