ARISE IN PRAYER serves the
vision of ARISE 2033 by empowering all International
Pentecostal Holiness Churches to be transformed into
"houses of prayer for all nations." Matthew 21:13

in October 1991, at the King’s
Memorial Lectures, John Dawson
spoke into the life and existence of
the IPHC. He expressed Twelve
Characteristics that God wanted us
to have, as a movement.  

the fifth is this: 

“...God wants you to be a House
of Prayer for all nations. You
are to be strategic, informed
intercessors, intercession by
those who know the nations…
From this time forth, according
to the Word of the Lord, you
are to be a people who go to
and fro in the earth with
nations in your heart…You are a
doorway to the nations.”
